On 19" March there was a call for evidence for improving broadband
for hard to reach premises, the deadline was extended to the 25"
June. Seeking as many responses from communities, businesses,
local authorities and other impacted groups.

Recent discussions have been had on the cost of supporting
commercial broadband deployment and the impact on street works.
Flexi permit are being trialled in Nottinghamshire & Sheffield, a permit
is being granted for an area rather than a fixed or specific location to
help with collaboration between parties.
